THE PAST AND TODAY

Normanhurst School has been
providing an excellent education for
boys and girls since its foundation in
1923 in The Ridgeway. The school
moved to its present site in Station
Road soon after.

During the Blitz, Normanhurst was
evacuated to Marazion in Cornwall
after a stick of bombs fell nearby. One
of our specialist rooms was a bomb
shelter and held 100 people in a space 20 feet by 12 feet.

In 1996 Normanhurst became part of the Oak-Tree Group of Schools, under the ownership
of the Hagger family. The Oak-Tree Group is a powerful collection of local independent
schools, comprising Oaklands School in Loughton (founded in 1937), Coopersale Hall
School in Epping (founded in 1989 by Mr Hagger) and Normanhurst School. All three
schools are operated with the same aims of excellence and care. Mr Nicholas Hagger is a
poet, philosopher, historian and author of many books, Mrs Ann Hagger was
Headmistress of Oaklands School from 1982 to 1996, and Mr Matthew Hagger is the
Managing Principal of the three schools.

We are proud of our traditions, our academic results and our reputation as one of the main
“family” schools of the district.

With its convenient location, Normanhurst is on a broad tree-lined surburban street with
ample parking. Just two minutes’ walk from the British Rail and bus station, the school is
accessible to families coming from Waltham Abbey, Loughton, Chingford and mid-Essex,
to Walthamstow, Leyton, Bethnal Green, Enfield, Buckhurst Hill, Palmers Green and
Southgate.
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THE JUNIOR SCHOOL

FOUNDATION STAGE:
Nursery (21/: - 4 years)
and Reception (4-5 years)

The Nursery and Reception offer
caring and supportive learning
environments and place a high value
on kindness, helpfulness, sharing,
courtesy and respect for others. Both
classes apply the Early Learning
Goals, which comprise: Personal,
Social and Emotional Development,
Communication, Language and
Literacy, Problem Solving, Reasoning
and Numeracy, Knowledge and
Understanding of the World, Physical Development and Creative Development. The
curriculum is broad and balanced and develops good learning habits and thinking skills
from an early age.

KEY STAGE 1: Years 1 (5-6 years) and 2 (6-7 years)

We use the National Curriculum as the framework of our curriculum with particular
emphasis on literacy and numeracy. Pupils enjoy learning in a friendly, warm and
supportive atmosphere, much of their time being taught by their class teacher. French as an
additional language starts in Year 1 and pupils benefit from specialist teachers in Physical
Education and Music. The day is structured to provide a balanced mix of academic, physical
and creative experiences. Classrooms are well-equipped with an excellent range of learning
resources and children are able to make use of the School’s ICT suites.

KEY STAGE 2: Years 3 (7-8 years), 4 (8-9 years), 5 (9-10 years) and 6 (10-11 years)

In order to enhance the skills of our pupils at this stage, subject specialist teachers are
gradually introduced and some lessons are taught using Senior School facilities. Pupils
study a full range of National Curriculum subjects such as: Literacy and Numeracy,
Science, History, Geography, French, ICT, Music, Art, Physical Education, Drama and
Religious Education. Study skills are developed and more challenging homework is set.
Our Junior classes benefit from a favourable teacher/pupil ratio that enables a high
degree of individual attention to meet all children’s learning needs.
